The following Convention rules and regulations are to ensure proper behavior, and the safety and security 
of every person attending convention.  In order to make the 2005 Summit both enjoyable and successful, all 

participants are required to abide by the following rules and regulations: 
 

1. Only individuals who are registered for Convention will be allowed to attend the Convention.  Once 
registered, all registrants are required to attend all four days of Convention activities. 

2. Everyone must arrive at the Chicago Community Center Tuesday, December 27, 2005 between 9:00 
and 11:00am.  

3. Check-in will be closed Tuesday at 11:00am, and only members who have checked-in will be allowed 
to participate in the convention unless of some specific reason.  

4.      When you arrive at the community center, there will be a bag check before you get onto the bus. 
5. Room assignments will be made at the discretion of KCYLNA and its organizers. 
6. Pillows, linens, and other necessities will be provided by the Resurrection Center. However, a hand 

towel or face cloth is recommended. Also people should bring jackets and gloves.  
7. Each dorm will be supervised by one or more Chaperones, a member of the First Aid Committee, and 

Campus Security. 
8. Campus Security will be handled by professional security personnel provided by the Resurrection 

Center. 
9. Strict compliance of the schedule is expected of all participants. 
10. Access to the dorms is denied outside bedtime and other assigned times set forth by KCYLNA and its 

organizers. 
11. Everyone is expected to wear the ID Badge and wristband, provided at registration, at all times, so 

Security Personnel can identify Convention participants. 
12. No one will be allowed to leave the campus during Convention, except for medical reasons, 

emergencies, or with the approval of the KCYLNA and its organizers. 
13. All decisions on Campus rules, regulations, safety, and security taken by Campus Security will be final 

and irreversible.
